The Alabama Chapter of NENA convened its April meeting scheduled the 26th at 10:03
o’clock am.  The meeting was held at the Marriott Grand National Hotel overlooking The Robert 
Trent Jones Golf Trail in Opelika, Alabama and was hosted by Bill Meadows and Lee County
 9-1-1.
     The meeting was called to order by the President, Harold Parker and he thanked Bill 
Meadows and Lee County 9-1-1 for hosting the meeting.

     Bill Meadows welcomed everyone to Lee County to the Marriott and followed with the 
introduction of Rev. Jim Meadows of Phoenix City.  Rev. Jim Meadows then gave the invocation.
     Dan Osborn, Secretary of Lee County 9-1-1 Board also welcomed everyone and led attendees 

into the “Pledge of the Allegiance” to our flag.
     At this time, Bill Meadows introduced his Board Members that included their Chief of Police 
Tommy Mangham also the chairman of the 9-1-1Board.

Introduced by the Chief, Sherriff Jones, also Vice Chairman of the 9-1-1 Board extended a warm 
welcome to the Alabama Chapter of NENA on behalf of the cities of Auburn, Opelika and Lee 
County. Sheriff Jones also expressed excitement over construction of a new facility and extended  
invitations to everyone to tour the facility as soon as it is complete. 
Bill Meadows took the floor again to welcome and introduce Bengi Walker, the Director for 
Auburn 9-1-1 and discussed how they all work very well and close together within county.

Benji Walker introduced James Parrish while also recognizing him for the installation of  
equipment in the Auburn 9-1-1 telecommunications center.
     Harold Parker recognized guest and new members, welcoming new member Lori Dooley 
from the city of Homewood.  
     On behalf of the Alabama Chapter of NENA, Harold Parker at this time, recognized and 
Thanked Communications Electronic Service for supplying Pastries and Coffee, for breakfast 

while also recognizing and thanking Interact and SMC for, sponsoring the lunch today.
     Harold Parker moved to dispense reading of the minutes from the Chapters first quarterly 
meeting in January and Bill Meadows made the motion to Approve, the motion was seconded by 
Christine Heger. 

Motion carried.

     Next on the agenda was the review and approval of the Spring-Quarter Financial Statement by 
Roger Humphrey. Roger advised everyone the checkbook on the table for review by those 
interested while also explaining that the printout from the IRS that he spoke about during the 
January meeting was a mix up and that Chapter had been forgiven the amount.  Motion to 
approve the financial statement was made by Bill Brodeur and was seconded by Donnie Smith.

     Harold Parker began the next item on the agenda; Committee Reports:
Legislative – Roger Wilson.  Roger asks everyone to contact their Representatives and 
Congressmen to urge their much needed support for the upcoming Legislative Bill .
Roger added that the bill would change the percentage of distribution of monies without raising 
the fees.  
Wireless-Johnny Hart.  Apologizing for Johnny Hart whom had a previous engagement and was 
unable to attend, Bill Brodeur explained that the Wireless Board was glad the Legislative Bill 
may pass because as Johnny Hart had mentioned, he has been on the Board for almost a year and 
had was not allowed to vote or anything and further explained the bill can change some of these
procedures.  Bill stated the wireless meeting was the next day the 27th at the AT&T building.
Harold Parker spoke on Johnny Hart’s behalf about the formed committee in charge of 
researching the State project. He stated that Hunter Simmons, John Ellison and Johnny Hart have 
been touching base with each other and have plans to have some figures for us at the July 
quarterly meeting. Harold stated the minimum standards have not been released 

by the National NG9-1-1 committee. He explained that the committee did not want to 

recommend a project for the state and ask for federal monies that was not in line with the 

National NG-91-1 Guidelines.
     T.E.R.T. (Telecommunicators Emergency Response Taskforce). Donnie Smith reported that 
training guidelines/document for TERT had been released for review and he just looked at it 
today on an e-mail.  Donnie further explained that he didn’t see anything to prevent 

Telecommunicator personnel from being able to be a part of T.E.R.T. continuing to say the only 

Thing he saw as something that wasn’t already put in place though the 9-1-1Telecommunications 

was vaccinations for protection of infectious diseases.
 Harold Parker announced plans to host a pilot class sometime in May. 

Donnie further explains how to get on the TERT web page for use of the 

TERT data base to more familiarize everyone with all the different types of equipment 
throughout the state.  It was also announced that TERT members maybe interested that the 
Alabama Fire Association and NIMS will be funding and hosting a “table top exercise for all 
regions throughout the state on Resource allocation and Deployment on May 22nd at Madison 
City 8am-12pm.
Annual Conference- Christine Heger announced the beginning kick off planning of the Gulf
conference with a planned visit to the Peridio Resort to discuss issues for preparations. 
When asked when the Gulf Coast conference dates Bill Brodeur stated that it was always the 
first full week end in the month of October having this years conference dates to be October 14th-
17th.
Chris Heger then urged everyone again to contact their house of representatives in regards to the 
Legislative Bill and its importance. Chris commended Sonny Brasfield for his hard work and 
dedication.
     Harold Parker took responsibility for two amendments to the bi-laws not yet being added 
stating these amendments would soon be added. 
     Roger Humphrey spoke on behalf of John Ellison. Roger explained John’s absence was due 
to his father’s illness and asked that everyone keep John and his family in their prayers.

Fire Chief Association- Lynn Bonner confirmed May 22nd meeting.
Homeland Security- Roger Wilson states that everyone needs to speak with their point of 
contact within their counties for eligibility of future Homeland Security funds they may need. 
Roger also added that those who have rec’d equipment etc. in the past to prepare for the 
upcoming sight visits.
Record Retention- Brian confirmed that everyone hopefully rec’d the Record Retention packets 
given out at the last quarterly meetings explaining the Record Retention Process adding to please 
feel free with any questions and that a sight visits can be scheduled.

Birmingham (Bill Brodeur) States Jefferson County is still looking at consolidating maybe 
within the next few years.  Bill also stated that the Anniston Army Depot has almost concluded 
their burning and that people will notice a drop in funds for maintaining equipment used for that 
purpose.
