4. Financial Report – Roger Humphrey reviewed the financial report, including the report that a late fee imposed by the IRS had been waived since the paperwork had been sent to the wrong address by the IRS and was received late.

5. Legislative overview and discussion – Roger Wilson reported proposed legislation had been hammered out by all parties concerned. The proposed legislation would change the formula for distributing the wireless surcharge where the ECDs would receive 80 percent instead of 56 percent. The distribution change would not take effect until a $2-million pool was built up to help PSAPs which are not Phase II compliant. The bill also calls for a total review of all aspects of  9-1-1 from the tariffs we pay to the 9-1-1 operations. The study will be conducted by a 15-member committee.

1.  9-1-1 Goes to Washington Conference; President Parker reported representatives of                                                two counties the chapter had agreed to fund for the trip had been unable to make it. There was also considerable discussion concerning the validity of vendors participating in the legislative visits during the conference. Another discussion concerned the possibility of coming up with a plaque to give each of our legislators to show them our appreciation for their efforts and to point out Alabama’s lead in 9-1-1 development through the years.
2.  TERT; efforts are underway to develop a TERT Responders certification program which would include national guidelines
3. State Project; The president reported efforts nothing new
4. Officer Elections – Election for President, Mobile LATA VP, Birmingham LATA VP, Commercial VP and VP-At-large will be conducted at the annual conference. Donnie Smith was named Chairman of the election committee. Other members are Larry Duncan and Art Faulkner.

He also advised a plan to provide the vendors with wireless internet access had been worked out.
2. Discussed the possibility of the chapter endorsing a candidate for the upcoming election of a 2nd Vice President for National NENA. Both have been invited to speak to the general membership at the April 26th quarterly meeting, however only Whittington accepted.
