Executive Board Meeting

October 14, 2007

Meeting called to order by Pres. Parker at 11:02 AM.

Motion to approve minutes by Bill Brodeur, 2nd by George Williams, approved.

Guest Art Faulkner of the Alabama Homeland Security Office spoke to the board about the state TERT Initiative, including Policies & Procedures; Standard Operating Procedures; Activation Guidelines and Training. He suggested the board seek the membership’s approval to enter into an agreement with the Alabama Emergency Management Agency on the above issues.

Roger Wilson reviewed the recently passed legislation which included Phase II issues and the statewide Study Commission for 9-1-1 Operations around the state. He also sought input on a possible statewide salary survey, but agreed to table the survey issue until a later date.

Roger Humphrey presented the financial report. Motion to accept by Donnie Smith, 2nd by Bill Brodeur. Approved.

Bill Brodeur reported the conference will likely have over 500 attendees when all the figures are in.

LATA Reports:

Birmingham; Bill Brodeur reported efforts still underway to consolidate PSAPs in Jefferson County.

Huntsville; Larry Duncan reported nothing new.

Mobile; George Williams reported several upgrades underway in Mobile County 

Montgomery; Donnie Smith reported nothing new

Guests Jason Barbour and Ron Bonneau discussed the work of the Financial Review Committee, which includes two Alabama NENA members, Roger Humphrey and John Ellison. They reported the work done by the committee had resulted in a more efficient and accountable operation. Barbour presented the board with a budget summary and financial policy for the national operation. They discussed the need to generate income from several sources, including the national convention, to avoid any further increase in dues. Bonneau suggested the state chapter consider setting up a booth at the national convention to commemorate the 40th anniversary of the first 9-1-1 call made in Haleyville, Alabama. Larry Duncan and Bill Brodeur were appointed to follow up on his suggestion, as well as any festivities planned by the town of Haleyville.

The election committee reported no election was required this year due to only one person per seat being nominated. Those officers, Johnny Hart, President; Chris Heger, Mobile LATA VP; Bill Brodeur, Birmingham LATA VP, Ray Preston, Commercial VP and Roger Wilson At-Large VP will be sworn into office October 16 during the regular quarterly meeting.

Discussion on the annual 9-1-1 Goes to Washington Conference centered on the possibility of AL-NENA funding two members for the trip, as has been done in the past. Matter was tabled until January meeting.

TERT: Ron Bonneau reported the cooperation between NENA and APCO on the nationwide TERT Initiative had opened doors for the continuing efforts to establish a national TERT program.

Roger Humphrey commended Harold Parker for the job he had done during his two terms as president of AL-NENA.
