Jason Barber conducted additional discussion regarding National NENA financial situation.  Jason reported formation of a National NENA By-laws committee scheduled for Nov. 1, 2006 when he takes office.  He reported his highest priority for National NENA is to get the finances in order.  John Ellison and Roger Humphrey have agreed to serve on the National NENA Financial Review Committee.  Jason reported the NENA Executive Board has agreed to support the Financial Review Committee.  Policies will be established for financial management, which has not previously been the case.  Jason apologized to the Alabama Chapter of NENA for the inability of National NENA to provide financial documentation of National NENA activities.  Harold Parker voiced support for efforts by Jason to get the financial activities of National NENA in order.  Roger Humphrey asked why Jason would assume the President’s position early.  Jason reported Dr. Munn’s resignation due to accepting employment in the private sector.  Jason discussed efforts underway to secure approval for a new Department of Transportation project grant.  He stated National NENA needs a defined travel policy due to excessive travel expenses by previous NENA administrations.  He also will recommend a change that allows the membership to submit and vote on by-laws changes and presentation at the annual conference of the National NENA financial report.  Jason will recommend the Financial Committee become a standing committee, receive direction from new by-laws, and be comprised of members other than the executive board.  Harold recommended all AL NENA members support Jason’s efforts.

VOIP – Donnie Smith reported Vonage claims it will not require a Letter of Understanding from ECD’s, but they will want a letter from each ECD directing Vonage to collect a surcharge.  AAND has been working through Sonny Brasfield with Vonage to reach an agreement.  Roger Wilson asked why AAND has assumed the lead when AL NENA had initiated the negotiations with Vonage.  Donnie reported that Vonage had contacted John Ellison and AAND directly in efforts to reach an agreement that allows Vonage to continue their claim the E911 surcharge on VoIP lines is voluntary.  Bill Brodeur stated his disappointment with the Alabama Attorney General Troy King for failing to actively enforce a valid state law.  George Williams stated there is no need to sign an agreement with Vonage since there is a state law that covers VoIP E911 surcharge collections.  Harold Parker suggested the AL NENA Executive Board meet with the AAND Executive Board and voice NENA concerns that AAND is not working with AL NENA.   Donnie advised Vonage would send a letter to AAND/Sonny Brasfield with the Vonage position.  Roger Humphrey recommended the AL NENA President write a letter to AAND expressing the AL NENA position that there is a valid law to which Vonage should comply, and that AL NENA does not support any letter writing between the E911 community and Vonage.  George Williams stated that if the Alabama Attorney General would do the job he should be doing to enforce a valid state law, this would not be an issue.
