Address by incoming NENA President Jason Barber – Jason reported revision of By-laws process underway.  The Executive Board is expected to vote to approve membership approval of By-laws changes, thus allowing the membership to maintain much more control over National NENA than the Executive Board.  Jason reported the Executive Board supports this effort.  He reported a pending requirement to present the NENA financial report at each Annual Conference.  He is in the process of establishment of a Financial Committee to review and recommend how NENA can improve its financial situation.  John Ellison has agreed to chair the Finance Committee, and Roger Humphrey has agreed to serve as a member.  Jason has requested the Finance Committee establish a plan to implement financial safeguards.  John Ellison expressed credit to Jason and the other Executive Board Members for agreeing to shift much control of National NENA to the membership.   Roger Humphrey commended the positive attitude of the NENA Board, and mentioned a dues increase may be necessary.  Jason stated the 2007 Annual Conference Registration would be $295.00 through the end of 2006.  Motion presented stating AL NENA support of the financial committee.

Committee Reports:

1) Legislative Overview and Discussion – Art Faulkner stated AAND was formed as a conduit to the Legislature.  He stated a Wireless Surcharge increase is needed, but must be proven to the Legislature.  He advised all ECD’s who have not submitted the Wireless Board survey complete it immediately and submit it.

a. Homeland Security – Art stated the fiscal year 2006 grants have been awarded to the counties.  Authorization to spend must be granted soon.  He advised E911 representative “non-concur” if E911 is not being considered in grant distribution.  He expects FY07 grants to be much less and awarded at a regional level.

2) Wireless – Bill Brodeur stated only 50% of ECD’s have submitted the Wireless Board survey.  He reported there would not be any additional increase in Wireless surcharge until the numbers prove it is needed.  He stated all ECD’s need to explain why they have funds in reserve.  He expressed disappointment that many ECD’s still are not Phase 2 compliant.

Membership – Harold mentioned discussion of creation of a brochure that lists benefits of NENA membership

4) Database – Hunter Simmons reported approximately 25% of ECD’s have not updated their information in the database, but that most who have not updated their ECD data were not in attendance. 


5) Annual Conference Report – Bill Brodeur reported the 2006 Annual Conference is going well and with few complaints.  He stated over 400 attendees and over 100 vendor representatives were present.  He expects the 2006 Annual Conference to be very successful.  He mentioned the Perdido Resort increases cost of the annual conference by approximately 3% per year.  The 2007 Annual Conference may require an increase in registration fee.  Spouse registrations were increased in 2006 to cover the cost of spouses attending events.  Harold mentioned Vendor Sponsorships were a great part of the success of the annual conference.  Bill thanked all vendors for their support.  Bill thanked each member of the Conference Committee for hard work.  Bill expects to present the final report for the 2006 Annual Conference at the 1st quarter 2007 chapter meeting. 

6) Internet Web Site – Harold Parker expressed appreciation to John Ellison and Chuck McKinley for outstanding work on web sites

7) Public Relations – Larry Duncan had nothing to report.

8) APCO – Pat Hall advised the 2007 APCO Conference would be in Baltimore, MD, and the AL APCO Conference would be at the Perdido Resort the first week of April.

14) GIS – Max Armstrong reported Troy University would sponsor a GIS Symposium in late October 2006.

15) Record Retention – Brian Bonner asked all to view the AL NENA web site for information on the Records Retention Committee recommendations.  He stated there is little guidance for ECD’s on records retention policy or on how to legally destroy obsolete records.  The Record Retention Committee worked with the Alabama Department of Archives to develop a suggested Records Retention program that is compliant with state law.  Brian presented the following recommendation:

“The Record Retention Committee was tasked to construct a record retention schedule to provide guidance for Emergency Communication Districts to follow regarding public records.  This has been accomplished through a cooperative effort between the Alabama Department of Archives and History, the Alabama NENA Executive Board and this committee, therefore we recommend that Alabama NENA support the proposed 911 Record Retention Disposition Authority as presented to the membership.  This document provides a comprehensive list of record types and styles that is consistent with laws and standards that exist within the State of Alabama.  Every effort has been made to include the concerns of each emergency communication district in the formation of this document.”

After extensive discussion from the floor, motion to approve the record retention proposal was offered.
